GENERAL

1) Pipe tap boss provided for optional influent pressure gauge.
2) SERVICING VALVE( Stop pump,close gate valve in suction&discharge before proceeding):
a) Set handle in filter position. b) Remove cover screws. c) Lift cover and key assembly out.

TO ASSEMBLE:

1) Place valve key so that wedge opening is at TOP port (handle in Filter psn.). Flat edge of coverscrew lug
should align with flat edge of body screw lug.

2) Position cover O'Ring.

3) Secure assembly to body with cover screws. Tighten cover screws evenly and alternately. Do not over-

fighten.

FUNCTION

The filter uses special filter sand to remove dirt particles from pool water. The filter sand is loaded into the filter tank and
functions as the permanent dirf removing media.When the confrol valve is in the FILTER position, the pool water which
contains suspended dirt particles, is pumped through your piping system and is automatically directed by the patented
filter control valve to the top of the filter tank.As the pool water is pumped through the filter, dirt particles are trapped by
the sand bed, and filtered out. The cleaned Pool water is returned from the bottom of the filter tank, through the control
valve and back fto the pool through the piping system. This entire sequence is confinuous and automatic and provides
for total recirculation of pool water through your filter and piping System. After a period of time the accumulated dirt in
the filter causes a resistance to flow, and the flow diminishes. This means it is time to clean your filter. With the control
valve in the BACKWASH position, the water flow is automatically reversed through the filter so that it is directed to the
bottom of the tank, up through the sand, flushing the previously frapped dirt and delbris out the waste line. Once the filter
is back-washed of dirt, set control valve to RINSE position and run pump for about 1/2 to 1 minute, and then to filter, to
resume normal filtering.

NOTE: Turn pump off before changing valve position.
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INSTALLATION

Pipe sealant for plastic adapters are required to install and service the filter.

1) The filter should be placed on a level concrete slab, very firm ground, or equivalent. Position the filter so that the piping
connections, control valve are convenient and accessible for operation andservice.

2) Loading the sand media. Filter sand mediaisloaded through the top opening of the filter.

a) Place tow O'ring on the side of the filter tank and Connect confrol valve to the filter using pipes with unions and
glues.(see the figon page4).

b) Loosen the Ringlock Nut by 2 handles andremove the lid.

c) We recommend filing tank approximately 1/3 way with water to provide a cushion effect when the filter sand is
pouredin. This helps protect the under-drain laterals from excessive shock.

d) Carefully pourin correct amount and grade of filfersand. Sand surface should be leveled and should come to about
the middle of the filter tank.
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REPLACEMENT PARTS OF FILTER

3) Install the valve. Tighten the Ring Lock Nut by 2 handles and make sure the nut is *sand free” on its thread.
a) Carefully screw the T-shape Exhaust Switch onto the filter lid and make sure there do not over-tighten.
b) Ensure T-Shape Exhaust switch is tight fit to filter lid and turn it easily.

5) Adjust pool suction and return valves to achieve desired flow. Check system and filter for water leaks and
fighten connections, bolts, nuts, asrequired.

6) Note the initial pressure gauge reading when the filteris clean. (It will vary from pool to pool depending upon the
pump and general piping system.) As the filter removes dirt and impurities from the pool water, the
accumulationin the filter will cause the pressure torise and flow to diminish. When the pressure gauge readingis
1.5bar, higherthan the initial "clean" pressure you noted, it is time to backwash the filter (see BACKWASH under
filter and control valve functions).

NOTE: During initial clean-up of the pool water it may be necessary to backwash frequently due to the unusually
heavy initial dirt load in the water.
